specimen in the Comoros Islands’ off Madagascar’s’ coast, J.L.B. 

Smith’, the man who described the species, wrote in The Times° 

of London: “We have in the past assumed that we have mastery 

not only of the land but of the sea... We have not. Life goes on 

there just as it did from the beginning. Man’s influence is as yet 

but a passing shadow. This discovery means that we may find 

other fishlike creatures, supposedly extinct but still living in the 

sea.” 

Unlike the coelacanth, which was thought to have gone 

extinct, we have known for centuries that giant squid have 

existed in our oceans’ depths. But unable to observe them alive 

in their deep sea home, we have understood very little about 

how they live, where they live and how they behave.

3 Actually, there are very good reasons to stop spending billions of dollars on 

manned space missions, to explore space in ways that are safer and much less 

costly, and to grant much higher priority to other scientific and engineering 

mega-projects, the oceans in particular. 

4 The main costs of space exploration arise from the fact that we are set on 

sending humans, rather than robots. The reasons such efforts drive up the 

costs include: A human needs a return ticket, while a robot can go one way. 

Space vehicles for humans must be made safe, while we can risk a bunch of 

robots without losing sleep. Robots are much easier to feed, experience little 

trouble when subject to prolonged weightlessness, and are much easier to 

shield from radiation. And they can do most tasks humans can.

up its campaign to host the 2008 Games, and traces of 

Olympic glory began to touch the Autong.

| Last June, in an interview with Adam Bryant’ of The Times’, 

Laszlo Bock’, the senior vice president of people operations’ for 

Google — i.e., the guy in charge of hiring for one of the world’s 

most successful companies — noted that Google had determined 

that “GPA’s are worthless as a criteria’ for hiring, and test scores 

are worthless. ... We found that they don't predict anything.” He 

also noted that the “proportion of people without any college 

education at Google has increased over time” — now as high 

as 14 percent on some teams. At a time when many people are 

asking, “How’s my kid gonna get a job?” I thought it would be 

useful to visit Google and hear how Bock would answer. 

Don’t get him wrong, Bock begins, “Good grades certainly 

don't hurt.” Many jobs at Google require math, computing and 

coding skills, so if your good grades truly reflect skills in those 

areas that you can apply, it would be an advantage. But Google 

has its eyes on much more.

Word Formation 

Abbreviation: acronym/initialism/clipping/blending 

An abbreviation (45) is a shortened form of a word or phrase. It consists of a group 

of letters taken from the word or phrase. For example, the word abbreviation can itself be 

shortened to abbr., abbrv. or abbrev. 

Acronyms ( 首 字母 缩 拼 词 ) are abbreviations that are formed from letters of other words 

(usually the first letter of each word). The resulting abbreviation needs to be pronounceable as a 

word. For example, OPEC, Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries (While, Avi titt IZA), 
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is pronounced as a word: /gupek/. 

Initialisms ( 首 字母 缩 略 词 ) are similar to acronyms in that they are made up of letters of 

some name or phrase, usually the first letter of each word as is common with acronyms. The 

difference between an acronym and initialism is that the abbreviation formed with initialisms is 

not pronounced as a word, rather you say the individual letters. Examples are GPA, /Q, and HR, 

as you can find in the text. | 

Clipping ( 截 略 法 ) is the word formation process in which a word is reduced or shortened 

without changing the meaning of the word. The resulting new word retains the meaning of 

the original word, such as ad (shortened from advertisement) and phone (shortened from | 

telephone). | 

Blending ( 拼 绥 法 ) is the word formation process in which parts of two or more words 

combine to create a new word whose meaning is often a combination of the original words. An 

example is brunch, which comes from breakfast and lunch.

Marie Curie is remembered for her discovery of radium and 

polonium, and her huge contribution to the fight against 

cancer, leading to her becoming the first woman ever to 

win a Nobel Prize. 

| Marie Curie was a physicist and chemist and a pioneer 

in the study of radiation. She and her husband, Pierre’, 

discovered the elements polonium and radium. Together, 

they were awarded the Nobel Prize for Physics in 1903, and 

she received another one, for Chemistry, in 1911. Her work 

with radioactive materials doomed her, however. She died of 

a blood disease in 1934. 

Early Life 

2 Maria Salomea Sklodowska’ was born in Warsaw’, 

Poland’, on Nov. 7, 1867. She was the youngest of five children, 

three older sisters and a brother. Both of her parents were 

educators and insisted that their girls be educated as well as 

their son. Maria graduated from high school first in her class 

at the age of 15. Maria and her older sister, Bronia®, both 

wished to attend college but the University of Warsaw’ did 

not accept women. They were both interested in scientific

To afford the rent, she often subsisted only 

on bread and tea. Her health suffered, but the hard work paid 

off. When it was time for the final examinations, she was first 

in her class. She earned her master’s degree in physics in July

to stay and take a second degree in mathematics, awarded 

in 1894. 

Meeting Pierre Curie 

4 One of Marie’s professors arranged a research grant for her 

to study the magnetic properties and chemical composition of 

steel. In arranging for lab space, she was introduced to a young 

man named Pierre Curie. Pierre was a brilliant researcher 

himself and had invented several instruments for measuring 

magnetic fields and electricity. He arranged a tiny space for her 

at the Municipal School of Industrial Physics and Chemistry” 

where he worked. The two were married in the summer 

of 1895. 

2 Marie had been intrigued by the reports of Wilhelm 

Roentgen’s’ discovery of X-rays and by Henri Becquerel’s' 

report of similar “rays” emitted from uranium ores. She decided 

to use Pierre’s instruments to measure the faint electrical 

currents she detected in air that had been bombarded with 

uranium rays. Her studies showed that the effects of the rays 

were constant even when the uranium ore was treated in 

different ways. She confirmed Becquerel’s observation that 

greater amounts of uranium in an ore resulted in more intense 

rays. Then she stated a revolutionary hypothesis; Marie believed

6 Marie next decided to test all of the known chemical ores 

to see if any others would emit Becquerel rays. In 1898, she 

coined the term “radioactive” to describe materials that had this 

effect. Pierre was so interested in her research that he put his 

own work aside to help her. Together, they found that two ores, 

chalcolite and pitchblende, were much more radioactive than 

pure uranium. Marie suspected that these ores might contain as 

yet undiscovered radioactive elements. 

’ Several tons of pitchblende were donated by the Austrian 

government, but the space Marie was using for a lab was too 

small. The Curies moved their research to an old shed outside 

of the school. Processing the ore was backbreaking work. 

New protocols for separating the pitchblende into its chemical 

components had to be devised. Marie often worked late into 

the night stirring huge cauldrons with an iron rod nearly as tall 

as her. 

5 Little by little, various components of the ore were tested. 

The Curies found that two of the chemical components, one 

containing mostly bismuth and another containing mostly 

barium, were strongly radioactive. In July 1898, the Curies 

published their conclusion: the bismuth compound contained 

a previously undiscovered radioactive element that they named 

polonium, after Marie’s native country, Poland. By the end of 

that year they had isolated a second radioactive element they 

called radium, from radius, the Latin word for rays. In 1902, 

they announced success in extracting purified radium. 

JJ In June 1903, Marie was the first woman in Europe to earn 

a doctorate in physics. In November of that year the Curies, 

together with Henri Becquerel, were named winners of the Nobel 

Prize in Physics for their contributions to the understanding 

of atomic structure. The nominating committee objected to 

including a woman as a Nobel Laureate, but Pierre insisted that 

the original research was Marie’s. In 1911, after Pierre’s death, 

Marie was awarded a second Nobel Prize in Chemistry for her 

discovery of the elements polonium and radium.

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3 Mother Teresa was born in Eastern Europe to Albanian 

parents, shortly before the outbreak of World War I. She first 

came to Calcutta, India as a Catholic missionary nun, when she 

was still a teenager.

Caring for the Poor — The Struggle Begins

|| In 1955, Mother Teresa opened the Children’s House. Its 

main purpose was to house, feed, and clothe abandoned and 

unwanted children from the streets.

Many were premature 

and ill and many died, but many were nursed back to health. All 

the children at Children’s House were educated by the nuns.

Mother 

Teresa brought hope to thousands of children who would have 

had none without her.

As was customary, the 

authors remained anonymous; in such an egalitarian society the 

group was considered more important than the individual. 

10 The discovery of artemisinin remains a point of pride for China, 

and some argue it shows the worth of scouring herbal lore for other 

buried botanical gems. The drug now helps tens of millions of people 

a year, and it is still obtained from sweet wormwood, grown in China, 

Vietnam and East Africa. Research is ongoing to breed strains with 

higher yields of the active compound. 

!’ In the past decade the first resistance to artemisinin has emerged, 

in Cambodia. The drug still works but it takes longer, typically four 

days instead of two. To stop resistance from spreading further doctors 

now only use artemisinin in combination with another antimalarial; 

it is harder for the parasite to evolve resistance to two drugs 

simultaneously. 

ID As Tu says, malaria researchers have to remain vigilant. “It is 

scientists’ responsibility to continue fighting for the healthcare of all 

humans.”

Debate 

Scenario: Lawrence (Larry) Summers, a famous economist in the US, became the 27th President of 

Harvard University on July 1, 2001. However, he was forced to step down in February 2006, thus 

becoming the shortest serving President in Harvard’s history. While in office at Harvard, he made 

quite some enemies, among whom were professors and students angered by his remarks at an 

economics conference in 2005: “innate (天 生 的 ) differences between men and women might be one 

of the reasons women lag behind in science and math careers.” What do you think of his comment?

3. Last speaker: rebut the response by the second speaker/third speaker (for 4-person teams only), 

summarize the case of your team, and do not make new argument. 

4. All speakers: to make it easier for your audience to follow your speech, signpost your arguments 

clearly (“this is my/our first point,” “now to move on to my/our second point,” “lastly, look at my/our 

third point,” “this debate has so far focused on ..., now our team will extend that to look at ee. 

5. Second/third/last speakers: give a reason when you disagree (“I/we disagree because ...,” “the 

problem with that is ...,” “I’m against it because ...,” “the way I/we see it ...,” “instead, we think 

that.)

Tips: How to write a résumé 

此 Type your resumé on good-quality paper. Balance your résumé on the page so that you have 

roughly the same margin (页 边 的 空白 ) on all sides. 

Prootread (校对 ) very carefully for grammatical and spelling mistakes. A potential employer may 

regard such mistakes as signs of carelessness in your character. 

Be brief and to the point. Use only one page if possible. 

Start with your most recent education or employment, and work backward in time. 

5. Your résumé should point up strengths, not weaknesses. For example, do not refer to your GPA if 

it’s low. 

Include extracurricular activities (课外 活动 ) or awards only if they seem relevant to the job you're 

seeking. 

If you have no work experience related to the job for which you're applying, then list the jobs 

you have had. Any job that shows a period of responsible employment may favourably impress a 

potential employer. If you have work experience, be prepared to explain if there is a gap between 

employments. It’s best not to leave any gap. 

You can list the names of your references (证 明 人 ) directly on the résumé if you have gotten 

permission from them. Or you can simply say that you will provide references on request.

His book A Brief History of Time (1988) 

appeared on the British Sunday Times best-seller list for a record-breaking 

237 weeks. Hawking suffered from amyotrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS) that 

paralysed him over the decades. He communicated using a single cheek 

muscle attached to a speech-generating device. In January 2015, Stephen 

Hawking, Elon Musk, and dozens of artificial intelligence experts signed 

an open letter on artificial intelligence calling for research on the societal

many newspapers and websites writing about robots and the 

sectors market potential. 

- However for years robots have already been ‘big business’. 

The global industrial robotics business was worth $10.7 billion in 

2014, according to the International Federation of Robotics (IFR)’. 

China was the largest market, shipping over 57,000 industrial 

robots, with Japan in second, followed by the United States. 

According to IFR forecasts the sales figures in China are expected 

to continue to rise dramatically, totaling 150,000 units by 2018. 

> During the past decades, China was known for its seemingly 

limitless supply of low-wage workers. China’s emergence as an 

automation hub contradicts many assumptions about robots and 

the global economy. However, earlier this year China published its 

national plan ‘Made in China 2025’ (中 国 制造 2025).This plan aims 
to modernize China's industry, and pays special attention to its 

manufacturing processes, including shifting laborintensive work 

to robots.

9 There are more than 1,000 robot-related firms across China, 

but quality — not quantity — is the robot sector's biggest 

challenge, according to Qu Daokui’, chairman of Siasun Robot 

and Automation. 

10 More and more factories in the industrial hub in South China 

are starting to introduce robots in a bid to replace human labor. 

There are two (linked) reasons that the region is forced to look 

into new strategies and automatization: 

e Labor shortage caused by more people rejecting factory jobs. 

e Rising wages. Chinese factory workers nowadays earn two to six 

times more than their peers in Thailand’ or Cambodia’.
